B. Meals: 

If a student is unable to attend the school, a leave applicaion must be submitted to the Principal. In case of illness, a 
proper medical certificate must be attached with the ieave application. Short or Half Day-Leave is Not Permitted. 
Prolonged or intermittent absence from school is strongly discouraged, especially, because 80% of atendance in each 
term is compulsory for every student for being eligible to write the examination.
